- If the responsibility of the injury is attributed to one of the fighters, the other will be declared winner. The 
fighter responsible for the injury will not be able to participate at the repechages. 
- In case of withdrawal, the fighters cannot present himself for the following fights. 

During the finals or semi-finals 
- If the responsibility of the injury cannot be attributed to one of the fighters, the injured fighter shall loose 
the contest. 
- If the responsibility of the injury is attributed to one of the fighters, the other will be declared winner. 
Note: A fighter who has been declared as a looser by injury can continue the competition. A fighter who has 
got a direct «hansokumake» as the penalty against the spirit of our sport, will not be authorised to continue 
the competition.
